· Implement curriculum and best practices surrounding trauma and addiction for programming, and individual and group therapy for incarcerated and reentering populations.

· Teach classes on trauma and recovery as needed.
· Schedule sessions for university interns and MOV students:

· Work with Front-Line Team to determine participants for counseling. 

· Attend monthly and quarterly full-staff meetings.
· Attend monthly front-line team & counseling team meetings. 
· Other duties as needed or assigned.
